òMeeting Christ in Your Daily Life During Adventó 
We are in the midst of a time of Spirited 

renewal of interest in the Spiritual Exercises 
and desire to let the Exercises and Ignatian 
Spirituality be known by and in the 
community of the faithful.  In the spirit of 
Ignatius who adapted the Exercises to the 
needs of individuals and communities, 
Ȱ-ÅÅÔÉÎÇ #ÈÒÉÓÔ ÉÎ 9ÏÕÒ $ÁÉÌÙ ,ÉÆÅ $ÕÒÉÎÇ 
!ÄÖÅÎÔȱ is an introduction to the themes of 
the Exercises and Ignatian prayer by way of a 
four-week retreat in daily life. 

The retreat consists of four weeks of prayer 
and weekly group spiritual direction 
meetings. The retreatants are invited to pray 
daily for 20 to 30 minutes, to review their 
prayer and to do the Examen. The retreatants 
meet in a group for an hour to share their 

prayer and to do the Examen. The 
retreatants meet in a group for an hour to 
share their prayer experiences, to hear a 
presentation on Ignatian spirituality and to 
review the theme and scripture for the 
following week. 

This retreat has been given to Our Lady 
Star of the Sea, Holy Rosary and 3ÔȢ #ÌÁÒÅȭÓ 
Parish on Staten Island, Our Lady Help of 
Christians in Brooklyn and the Cathedral 
Basilica of St. James also, in Brooklyn.  We 
are looking forward to offering the retreat 
at Mount Manresa, to other parishes and to 
having a follow-up weekend retreat next 
spring.

 Dr. Robert J. Giugliano, Ph.D. is a clinical 
psychologist who after retirement from a long 
career working with the mentally ill was drawn 
by God into the ministry of spirituality and 
spiritual direction. He completed a master's 
degree in spirituality and spiritual direction at 
Fordham and has also studied at Fairfield. He 
has received the Spiritual Exercises in the 19th 
Annotation and 30-day long retreat formats, 
currently teaches a seminar in spiritual direction, 
and has given the Spiritual Exercises in the 19th 
Annotation to a number of retreatants.

He 
has been on the staff at Mount Manresa for 3 
years and assists with Youth Retreats on day and 
weekend retreats. He has done ongoing spiritual 
direction for more than 27 years.
